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Monthly Meetings 

The August Meeting continues with the new format for our Monthly 

Meetings. The new format is to have our Judges award 1st, 2nd and 3rd cash 

prizes of $15, $10 and $5. We will keep the same categories with the 

exception of the Novice Section having two prizes one for Cattleyas and one 

for all other novice entries. This system is working well with the exception 

of NOVICE Entries with very few Novices entering. We need more entries 

from novices. The new format for a popular vote is to hand each attendee a 

token to be placed next to the orchid that they like the most. Members are 

encouraged to bring in as many plants as they can carry.  

It was decided at the June Committee Meeting that if any category with the 

exception of the Novice category has less than three entries, they will be 

moved into the Any Other category. It was also decided with the lack of 

Novice entries to go back to only one Novice category. 

Aside from bringing along plants, (the more the better), is that we ask you 

to have a label placed in the pot with the name of the orchid on the front 

and the owners name on the back. This is as per the system that is used at 

shows and if you are unsure how to do this just ask someone as most 

people know this system. 

We have now set up our video screen system so that we can view a variety 

of videos with regard to growing orchids. This was used successfully at our 

July Meeting with Ian Nielson repeating his EZ FLO irrigation system 

presentation that included some YouTube videos. We also showed a Video 

about whether to divide or repot an orchid.
